RECOMMEND APPROVAL

The Division of Public Utilities (“Division”) requests that the Public Service Commission (“Commission”) extend the June 12, 2015 Action Request deadline for the review of Questar Gas Company’s (Company) proposed changes to its tariff sheets. 
ISSUE
On April 29, 2015 the Commission issued its order in Docket No. 14-057-32 approving a carrying charge interest rate of 4.51 percent effective July 1, 2015. On May 27, 2015 the Company submitted finalized tariff sheets in compliance with the Commission’s Order. On May 29, 2015 the Commission issued an action request for the Division to review for compliance the finalized tariff sheets along with an assessment of whether the language proposed in the new Section 8.06 is consistent with the Commission’s June 24, 2004, Report and Order in Docket No. 04-057-03 and the June 3, 2010, Report and Order in Docket No. 09-057-16. 
The Division requires additional time to evaluate and to discuss with Questar Gas the language proposed in the new Section 8.06 is consistent with Commission Orders. The Division requests an extension of the Action Request due date to June 19, 2015.
